Recently I read a book titled J.K. Rowling. It was written by Brad-
ley Steffens and published in 2007. As a biography, its subject is the
lady in the title — J.K. Rowling — her life and the work she achieved.

Ms Rowling was born on 31 July 1965 in Yates, England. Her
name was Joanne Kathleen. She is a British novelist, best known as the
author of the Harry Potter series. The Harry Potter series is recognized
globally, printed in 35 languages, sold over 400 million copies world-
wide thus becoming the best-selling book series in history.

Apart from being an author of a best-selling series, she is also one
of the most influential women in Britain and a notable philanthropist
who supports various charities.

The inspiration of writing the story of Harry Potter came from her
experience in 1990 when travelling back to London from Manchester
on a crowded train, which was when the character of Harry Potter came
about. J.K. Rowling’s personal experiences in some respect affected the
story of her best-selling series. In December 1990, her mother passed
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away and this left a shadow of sadness that greatly influenced her
stories about a young wizard who lost his parents at an early age.

There were many difficulties that Rowling faced, such as the fact
that there was little chance of making money out of children books. Yet
she never stopped trying. Due to her persistence and efforts, her appli-
cation to the Scottish Art Council was approved with a grant of £8000
which enabled her to finish her first and second book in the Harry Potter
series. Her effort, hard work, continued persistence and courage are
truly inspirational and motivating.

Harry Potter as a character is a real role model for others as he is
courageous, diligent and trustworthy. Strongly guided by his own
conscience and keen feeling of what is right and wrong, although he
does make mistakes along the way, Rowling has made Harry Potter a
character that many people can identify with.

Report on Sprint

- Distance Triathlon
: l 6H (27) Tse Lap Hang Carrie
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Purpose of the Report:

This report is to evaluate the Sprint Distance Triathlon by focusing
on different activities involved. Comments and recommendations
regarding any observable problems will follow.

Background Information on Sprint Distance Triathlon

The Sprint Distance Triathlon involves three activities: swimming,
cycling and running. The distance of each part of this triathlon is half
of the standard of the Olympic Distance. The contestants will begin
with swimming 750 m, then cycle for 20km, finally ending with a run
of Skm.

Evaluations and Recommendations

3.1 Swimming

Swimming the 750 m seems to be an acceptable way to allow the
athletes to warm up. Most athletes are able to finish the course within
record time.

The incidents or problems in this section are few with the excep-
tion of the temperature of the water. It needs to be kept in a suitable
range (i.e. below 200°C but above 25°C). If it is not, swimmers may
suffer from hypo or hyperthermia. A way to rectify this problem is, as
750 m is not a long distance, the swimming portion of the triathlon
could be held in an indoor swimming pool so that the varying water
temperature—a problem which the sea poses—will not affect the
challenge.
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3.2 Cycling

The possibility of injuries due to accidents in this section is the
highest in the triathlon. Safety factors need to be considered seriously.
Many weaker contestants will be weeded out in this portion so it is best
to keep an eye out for collisions. Therefore, in this activity, helpers and
officials need to be well trained to prevent such occurrences.

Another point to ensure a safe and fair competition regards the
bicycles themselves. They need to be checked before the race to make
sure that all equipment is in working order.

3.3 Running

This is the final part of the event. This section produces few prob-
lems. The only note: helpers need to serve water to athletes efficiently
to make sure that competitions have better results.

Conclusion

By resolving the problems mentioned, it can be expected that the
Sprint Distance Triathlon will become better and safer. Thank you for
your time and attention.
